RACE RULES

1. The Bottelary 10km & 21.1km run is in accordance with the rules of Athletics South Africa (ASA) and Western Province
Athletics (WP)Participants undertake to be bound by these rules when entering this event.

2. Athletes running in the 21km must be 16 years and older. 10km 14 years and older.

3. Time limited for 21km is 3 hours 30min. 10km 2hours

4. No race numbers will be issued. Licensed athletes should wear full club colours and a valid 2022 license number must be
worn on the front and back of the vest.

5. Temporary licenses will be available at registration. When registering, participants must complete and hand in the tear-off
strip from the number in order to be eligible to compete. Temporary licensed Athletes are eligible for age category prizes
provided they enter the relevant age group, wear the appropriate age tags and provide proof of age. Juniors (14-19
years)must display "J" catogary tags to qualify for age category prizes.

6. Unlicensed runners must wear plain clothes (No advertising permitted).

7. In addition to overall (open) prizes, participants will only be eligible for only an age category prize in the age
category they enter. Corresponding numerical age category tags must be worn on the front and back of their club vest.
Participants may enter the age category corresponding to their chronological age or any younger category down to
seniors.

8. Entry race cards must be in athletes’ possession throughout the duration the race and handed in at the results board at
the finish.

9. All traffic officers and marshals must be obeyed.

10. The race organizers reserve the right to accept or reject any entry.

11. For safety the use of personnel music players with headphones is not allowed. Use of such devices may result in
disqualification

12. The entry fee is non-refundable.

13. Kilometer marker boards will be placed at each kilometer mark.

14. No personal seconding will be permitted except of at official refreshment stations. Refreshment stations will be
situated approximately every 3 km.

15. There will be be a tog bag facility available. Do Not leave valuables or cash in your bag. The organizers, Bottelary
Athletics Club, as well as WPA will not be held responsible for loss or damages.

16.  Toilets will be available.

17. Parking will be available at the entrance of Sarepta High School & Kuils River Primary at R10.

18. Prize-giving will take place at 09:00 for 10km and 10:00 for the 21km.

19. Wheelchair athletes must please contact the race organizers timeously to discuss arrangements for their
participation.

20. Do not litter. Dispose of sachets and cups responsible by using the boxes provided or by carrying them to the finish
line. Report offenders to the referees. We support #runclean campaign.

21. The organizing club, all sponsors as well as WPA and ASA accept no responsibility for injury, loss or accident
resulting from participation in the race, and participants in the event do so at their own risk and release and discharge the
organizers, sponsors, province and National bodies and all persons assisting in staging the event from any responsibility,

liability or costs to any injury, loss or damage of whatever nature, however caused, arising directly or indirectly from their
participation in the event
