The Chapman’s Peak Half Marathon

Licenced athletes should wear club
colours.

One race number (bib) will be issued.
Registered athletes must wear their
2019 ASA licences on the front and
back of their vest. The race number
must be worn on the front of the vest,
partially covering the ASA licence, so
that the ASA licence sponsor remains
visible. Temporary licenced runners
must wear the race number on the
front of their vest and the temporary
licence on the back.
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Temporary licence holders when
registering must complete and hand
in the tear off strip from the number in
order to be eligible to compete.

No swapping of race numbers is
permitted as the race number is
linked to your name and finishing
time. Any swapping may result in your
disqualification.

Participants
may enter the age category corres-
ponding to their chronological age or
any younger category down to senior

Juniors (born in 2000 or later) wearing
a senior or junior licence must display
category tags “J”, to qualify for

age group prizes. Juniors will count
towards Open team prizes.

Runners must give proof of their age
at the request of the Race Referee
(Original ID / Birth Certificate /
Permanent residence Permit)

Temporary License Runners are eligible
for an individual age category prizes
provided they enter the relevant age
group, wear the appropriate age tags
on the front and back and provide
proof of age.
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No personal seconding will be
permitted, on Chapman’s Peak Drive.
