Athletes competing for age category prizes must display the official numeric age category tags on the front and back of their vests.
Minimum ages for participants in the 10km is 14 years; 21.1km is 16 years; 32km is 19 years on the race day.

All category winners must provide proof of age to qualify for prizes.

Marshalls and Traffic Officials must be obeyed at all times. Failure to comply with their instructions may lead to

immediate disqualification.

« Noseconding is allowed during the race & no listening devices are allowed during the race.

« No Blade, Bicycle or mechanically operated device will be allowed in the race.
